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Purpose of this document
The purpose of this document is to provide a detailed description of the process of interfacing payroll data to First Option.  At a high level, a VPN tunnel will be established from the customer site to First Option and two files will be populated with the customer’s employee and payroll information.  The WebCheck Employee Input file which is used for initial employee set up and on-going employee maintenance.  The WebCheck Check Summary Input file is used to interface the payroll information.

In addition, the timing of the interface will be addressed in relation to where the interface fits into the overall process.
VPN Tunnel Setup 
A VPN tunnel will need to be established between your site and FOI.  This tunnel will be used by the Web Service programs to send payroll information from your server to an FOI server.  To complete this task, please call your FOI account manager to schedule installation.  A network administrator from your organization that has a high level of knowledge about your network and firewall is required. 
This task can be done in parallel with the other tasks on the list.  It is also important to note that testing can not be completed without establishing the VPN tunnel.
Installation Instructions for WebCheck Client 

The WebCheck client contains the interface files as well as the communication programs.  This program will create the user profile FOIWCUSER.  
Additionally, the libraries FOIWCDST, FOIWCDTA, and FOIWCPGM and the foiwc folder in the home directory of your iSeries IFS.  To perform an initial installation, the following tasks will need to be completed:

1.) Contact your FOI account manager for your FTP user id and password
2.) Sign on to iSeries as QSECOFR
3.) 4.) FTP the save file FOIWCDSTSF from the FOI FTP site to your iSeries
5.) Restore FOIWCDST Library:

a. RSTLIB SAVLIB(FOIWCDST) DEV(*SAVF) SAVF(QTEMP/FOIWCDSTSF)  
6.) Run WCINSTALL command:
Call  FOIWCDST/WCINSTALL   
If the WebCheck client is already installed, delete FOIWCDST, FOIWCDTA, FOIWCPGM, and the foiwc folder from the home directory the continue with step 1.  PLEASE NOTE:  A backup copy of all data files in FOIWCDTA should be completed before executing a re-install the WebCheck client. 
Data Definitions/Rules for Data Population    
Two WebCheck interface files in the FOIWCDTA data library will need to be populated with data from your payroll application.  The first file is the WebCheck Employee Input.  This file is used for the initial setup of the employees as well as on-going maintenance when an employee is added.  The second file is the WebCheck Check Summary Input which is used to transmit the payroll data.  This section will define each of those tables as well as the rules for populating the data.

WebCheck Employee Input Table
This file will be used by the application to add users.  The user ID and password will be automatically generated by the WebCheck Application.  It is important to note that, when an employee is added to your payroll application, a record should be added to this table.

Sample Program to Convert PDF document to a BLOG

The program BLOBEXMPL in FOIWCPGM/QRPGLESRC has been provided to provide an example of converting a PDF document to a BLOB.  Should you have any questions or concerns about generating this type of object, please contact your FOI account manager.
Web Service Client for Employee Input (FWCWSC10CL) 
This program should be submitted after each employee add which will update the WebCheck server database. Please consult your First Option Account Manager to obtain the value to be loaded into the ENDPOINT parameter.

Web Service Client for Check Summary Input (FWCWSC11CL)

This program should be submitted after each successful payroll execution which will update the WebCheck server database. Please consult your First Option Account Manager to obtain the value to be loaded into the ENDPOINT parameter.

Copy input table to a library and start jounalling (WCCPYTBLS)

This utility may be used to copy the client web check files from one library to another and start journaling.  This is typically used when the WebCheck client data files will be stored in a different library than FOIWCDTA. 

Testing

There are three components to the testing phase.  They are:
1.) Communication Testing – This phase requires that the VPN tunnel be established from your data center to FOI.  A successful test will include employee and check summary records in a successful send status.

2.) Data Integrity Testing – This phase requires that you have completed your interface programs.  A successful test will include a user that can sign onto the web site and view the payroll data populated by your payroll application.

3.) HelpDesk and Contact Information Testing – The helpdesk and contact information have been customized to provide your contact information.  Please verify that this information is correct. 

Tasks to be completed prior to GO LIVE

It is important to note that instructions will need to be sent to your user to indicate how to access the web site as well as the assigned user ids and passwords.
GO LIVE

Please contact your FOI account manager and schedule your go live date.  The first month of the payroll interface will be monitored closing.
